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Cheaper Medicines – Medicine costs frozen for 2025.
Maximum patient costs for government-supported medicines will stay the same:
$7.70 for pensioners and concession cardholders until 2030.
$31.60 for all other Medicare cardholders in 2025.
Check if your medicine is covered by the PBS:
Ask your pharmacist or healthcare professional.
Look for ‘PBS/RPBS’ on your prescription.
