Transitioned Home Care Package recipients receiving the Dementia and Cognition Supplement as of 31 October 2025 will continue to receive the supplement in the Support at Home program. The supplement will cease when a transitioned recipient is re-assessed and accepts a Support at Home classification, as the classification framework considers a participant’s cognitive ability in its determination of a funding classification.
