Meeting 10
The Implementation Advisory Group (IAG) virtually gathered for its tenth meeting on 30 October 2025.  
Members noted that the IAG Chair’s webinars in early October 2025 were well attended by various stakeholders, who provided valuable feedback through sessions and surveys. The IAG thanked participants and agreed to use their input to refine the draft roadmap and government advice.
