Increasing Inclusion in Australian Communities
The Australian Government is investing $17.1 million from 2024–25 to 2027–28 to make community spaces more inclusive for people with disability. 
This is known as the Commonwealth Accessible Australia (Accessible Australia) initiative.
Accessible Australia provides funding to enhance the accessibility of built environments and natural spaces. This includes buildings, playgrounds, beaches, and parks. 
As part of this, it supports the purchase and use of portable equipment to make national parks more inclusive.
What are inclusive national parks?
Inclusive national parks are parks that are made easier to access for people with disability and their carers. This means everyone, no matter their age or ability, can enjoy Australia’s national parks.
Portable equipment to help make national parks more inclusive may include:
all-terrain wheelchairs: wheelchairs that can go on rough walking tracks. They often have adjustable seats and supports. They work for both adults and children with different needs.
portable accessible paths: these are temporary paths that can be placed on rough ground like gravel. They make it easier for people using wheelchairs to move around outdoors. 
[bookmark: _Hlk210381737]What funding is available for inclusive national parks?
The Australian Government provides funding up to 100 per cent of the total cost of portable equipment for inclusive national parks.
To apply, you need to include a detailed quote.
How to apply
Organisations can apply for funding through their relevant state or territory government. 
Your state or territory contact will explain the deadlines and guide you through the steps.
There are 4 stages of annual funding available, which commenced from the 2024–25 financial year. The final stage of funding will be offered in 2027–28.
Are all parks eligible for Accessible Australia funding?
Funding is only available for national parks that are open to the general public. 
Your state or territory government contact will review how the inclusive national park equipment will benefit your community, how many people use the area, and how close it is to other accessible facilities as part of your application.
What costs are not covered?
Funding recipients must pay for all ongoing maintenance and running costs.
Accessible Australia reserves the right not to fund items it considers ineligible.
[bookmark: _Hlk210818965]How long after receiving funding must inclusive national park equipment be purchased and installed?
Funding recipients must buy the inclusive national park equipment within 12 months of receiving funding. Proof of purchase must also be provided. 
Equipment must be installed and available for public use within 18 months of purchase.
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
