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Cheaper Medicines – Even cheaper from 1 January 2026
From 1 January 2026, if you have a Medicare card, you’ll pay a maximum of $25 per PBS prescription, plus any applicable premiums, down from $31.60. 
Concession card holders will continue to pay $7.70.
