Learning Byte 

SHARED:  

• How AI productivity tools can be helpful to direct one to the right resources or 

answers they may need quickly.  

• How to enter a specific prompt into an AI search tool with a question and seeing 

if it guides one to the right answer. 

• The importance of verifying the result for accuracy and using the tool to speed up 

the search but making sure to check the sources. 

• Simple tips to make the search more effective: 

- Goal - be clear on what you want the AI tool to do 

- Context - explain why you’re asking the question and who it is for 

- Source - point to the data you would like the tool to use or not to use 

(E.g. health.gov.au) 

- Expectations - specify the desired tone, format, or length of the response
