Extensions of time
Section 142
Applications for further time 
A reporting entity may apply, in writing, to the Secretary for an extension to the period in which to give a report.
The application must be made before the end of the period for giving the report.
The period for giving the report is extended until:
if the Secretary extends the period for giving the report—the end of that extended period; or
if the Secretary refuses to extend the period for giving the report—the day that is 7 days after written notice of the Secretary’s decision is given to the reporting entity.
Decision to extend period
The Secretary may, by written notice to the entity, extend the period for giving the report if, after considering:
1. the application; and
any matters prescribed by regulations made for the purposes of this paragraph;
the Secretary is satisfied that:
the circumstances that have resulted in the need for an extension of time are exceptional; or
those circumstances were outside the entity’s reasonable control.
Contents of application
The application must:
1.  state the extension sought to the period; and
 state the circumstances that have resulted in the need for the extension; and
 include evidence of those circumstances; and
 include any other information prescribed by regulations made for the purposes of this paragraph.
