Residential Aged Care Subsidies and Supplements
Note: Modified Monash Model (MMM) classifications within this document are based on the 2023 MMM classifications. Australian National Aged Care Classification (AN-ACC).
Australian National Aged Care Classification (AN-ACC)
The AN-ACC national efficient price is $295.64.  The AN-ACC funding model works by applying weightings, or National Weighted Activity Units (NWAUs), to the AN-ACC price. The NWAUs reflect variations in the costs of providing care, based on the characteristics of a home and its individual residents. The AN-ACC price is the price of a unit of care, or 1.00 NWAU.
The AN-ACC funding model for individuals receiving residential care has three components:
a variable component based on the resident’s AN-ACC classification.
a fixed component (Base Care Tariff or BCT) to account for shared costs across all residents which vary by location and type of provider.
the initial entry adjustment, a one-off adjustment payment for new residents.
The AN-ACC care funding model for respite residents has two components:
a variable component based on the care resident’s respite classification.
the AN-ACC fixed component or BCT reflects the characteristics of the home (the BCT is the same for respite residents and permanent residents in the same home).

1. Care minutes supplement
From 1 April 2026, providers of homes that do not have specialised status and are located in the 2023 MM category known as MM1 will receive 0.387 NWAU in BCT funding and a maximum of 0.113 NWAU in care minutes supplement per resident per day. The care minutes supplement payable (see table) varies depending on the amount of total care minutes and registered nurse care minutes delivered against the home’s targets from the previous two quarters. For example, care minutes performance for the October – December 2025 quarter will determine the amount of supplement payable for April, May and June 2026.
